	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	PEND - PEND
	These ROOTS PEND – PEN, which comes from the Latin pendere, meaning to HANG.  This is a very simple key, easily recognizable, and takes simple Suffixes and Prefixes to play around with.  At the same time it does its duty for widening of the vocabulary horizon, enrichment of comprehension, and subject areas.

	ASTER - ASTRO
	These ROOTS are ASTER & ASTRO which come from the Greek astron which means STAR. This is an important one in our recent times, as no one was more in the public eye than the ASTROnaut.

	IST
	The is the Suffix IST, which means ONE WHO and THAT WHICH. It is easily added to nouns, as, art - artIST. To that can be added the Suffix IC and we have an adjective, artISTIC. To that can be added the compound suffix ALLY and we have the adverb, artISTICALLY. So to the little word art is added a double compound suffix. It is truly amazing how flexible and accommodating these ROOTS are. They are ready at all times and in all places to extend themselves and to give their influence where it helps.

	AUTO - AUT
	These ROOTS are AUTO and AUT, which mean SELF. It comes from the Greek autos meaning self and same. This one is the most important to ourselves because it is our very SELF. Our bodies are automated and they give us a great deal of self-service; breathing, digesting, thinking - all with practically no aid from ourselves. Take a look at a word like “autogenesis,” which is particularly interesting. It meant a great deal to Louis Pasteur, although in his day “spontaneous generation” was the phrase used. 

	ILE
	The is the Suffix ILE, which means RELATING TO, SUITED FOR and CAPABLE OF. It is a tidy little one and says much in its three letters. Where it is seen it carries much weight, either in praise or blame. It can be a good recommendation or a bad one. It is a very revealing key, and tells all very simply, without hedging. Senior citizens do not want to be called senILE, and a boy does not want to be called puerILE. AgILE is a compliment, but facILE isn’t. Don’t be too easy. Watch ILE.
