	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	EN
	This is the Suffix EN, which means MADE OF and MAKE. EN is a simple key and the roots to which EN is added are all simple words. When the word is an adjective EN means MADE OF, when it is a verb, EN means MAKE.

	IN - IM
	These Prefixes, IN and IM meaning IN and INTO. I know previously I said IN & IM meant NOT. And now the very same Prefixes mean IN and INTO. Well, that’s life! And these prefixes are just as contrary. No help for it. When you see IN or IM you’ll have to stop and think. Is it NOT or IN? One good thing, though: the rules for labials (lip letters) remain the same. IN become IM before b, m, and p.

	EX
	This Prefix EX means OUT and FROM. It is a very common prefix. You meet it daily, many times, with a red light to show the way OUT. If you notice the pronunciation carefully you will see that EX is not always “eks” but sometimes “egs” (eggs).

	E - EC - EF


	These are the three-fold changes (E, EC and EF) of the Prefix EX.  All these mean OUT. The first change was to drop the X, which is an awkward letter to use, so we have E standing alone. Then the X was changed to C making the prefix EC. The last change I’m sure you guessed – assimilation of X with F so we have EF.  E, EC and EF all mean OUT.

	ION – SION - TION
	These are the Suffixes ION, SION and TION meaning ACT OF, STATE OF and RESULT OF. It is very much in use. The most common of the forms are TION and SION. They are noun endings.
