	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	ULE – ICLE – LING
	These Suffixes are CULE, ICLE & LING all meaning the same thing VERY SMALL.  With these Suffixes added, the thing spoken of is diminished, made small not only in size but also in significance.

	URE
	This Suffix is URE. It means STATE OF, ACT, PROCESS and RANK. It makes a noun out of an adjective. It is good to remember this for conveniently changing a part of speech. Besides it gives a very fine form to a word, both in writing and in speech

	FIX


	The Root is FIX. It comes from the Latin figere, fixus, and it means just that FIX. It is a word commonly used and nearly always by itself, without Prefixes or Suffixes. The list contains words, which seem strange at first, but we can grow accustomed to them.

	ISH


	The Suffix is ISH. It means ORIGIN as in IrISH; NATURE, as in amateurISH, RESEMBLING, as in, clownish.  In the last two there is an uncomplimentary element. Usually ISH makes adjectives of nouns. Sometimes verbs have this Suffix for no apparent reason, as perISH, nourISH, etc.

	GNOSI- COGNOSC    – COGN – GHNOS – COGNI - GNOSIS
	These Roots are GNOSI & COGNOSC which come from the Latin noscere and cognoscere. They both mean KNOW. And I am COGNIzant of the fact that, if you reCOGNIze all these Roots you too will be a COGNOSCente.
