	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	RECT - RECTI
	The Root “RECT - RECTI.”  Means STRAIGHT; RIGHT. It is simple and most direct and goes exactly where it indicates, RIGHT to the point.  No two ways about it.

	BIO
	This root, “BIO,” means LIFE.  An important key as it treats the most important of all subjects: LIFE.  

	PEL - PELS
	This root “PEL - PELS,” comes from the Latin pellere, pulsis, and it means DRIVE; PUSH; THROW.  It is a key that takes SIX prefixes to give full range of its violence.  (IM = NOT; COM = WITH TOGETHER; EX = OUT; RE = AGAIN; PRO = FORWARD, FORTH; DIS = TAKE AWAY, NOT, DEPRIVE OF.)  This isn’t a peaceful root nor is there a quiet moment in its usage.  Inner and outer turmoil accompanies this key.  Of course, if that is the impression wanted, there’s nothing better, but be certain that that is the word you want before you use PEL or PULS.

	SPOND - SPONS
	This root “SPOND - SPONS” means PLEDGE; ANSWER.  It comes from the Latin spondeo, sponsus, sponsus meaning to PLEDGE.  In that verb you get the explanation of the two spellings of this key.  Knowing that the key root means “PLEDGE” and “CONVENANT” gives one the full rich meaning of the word responsibility.  It means not only to pledge, but to REpledge.

	CEDE – CEED - CESS
	This root “CEDE – CEED – CESS,” which comes from the Latin, cedere all mean GO; YIELD, SURRENDER.  The differences in the spelling are due to the usual problem of the various spellings of the Latin root.  There is also the very odd spelling of CEASE, which is different than all the other usages of the key.
