	POLY
	The ROOT is POLY and it means MANY. A great many words are built with this ROOT and you will have no trouble remembering it. You yourself will, if you wish, be able to make up words with it, if not serious ones, which Webster will wish to include in his International Dictionary, then humorous ones. POLYglot is sometimes used for “jargon”. But the POLYglot Bible, written in nine languages by Brian Walton, is a tremendous achievement in language and religious literature.

	APO
	The PREFIX is APO, which means AWAY and FROM. This is a useful one leading to acquaintance with interesting words and worlds. Oddly enough, APO is found in the most modern words and also in the most ancient. APOgee is used in modern science. APOcalypse and APOcrypha refer to ancient religious writings.

	PER
	This PREFIX is PER, which means THROUGH. It is a very useful one. Small as it is, it speaks a mouthful, and every time. Whether it is a matter of paying toll PER capita, or taking down words PER minute, working for a PERcentage, or making coffee in your PERcolator, this little one is working for you. It is a great favorite in Latin phrases.

	CAUSE – CUSE -CUS
	These ROOTS are CAUSE, CUSE and CUS, which comes from the Latin causa, meaning CAUSE and MOTIVE. It is very simple and retains its original form and meaning. Notice in some pronunciations that the s has the sound of z as well as s. Remember which is which.

	HUM- HUMAN
	These ROOTS are HUM and HUMAN, which come from the Latin humus, meaning EARTH and GROUND and the Latin humanus, which means MAN. It is interesting to follow the changes of idea here. It begins with HUMus, earth, then becomes HUMble, lowly; finally to HUMAN, Man. But we must never forget the origin of man; “Dust thou art and to dust thou must return.”
