	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	FLECT - FLEX
	The Root “FLECT - FLEX” from the Latin, flectere, to BEND.  Roots that combine easily with other keys are the most interesting.  

	METER
	This Root, “METER,” means to MEASURE.  This is a universal key and everything in life is metered out to us.  You should also be able to find interesting scientific words to use.

	PERI
	This Prefix, “PERI,” means AROUND.  As usual, every key opens not only one door, but many doors.   The key PERI is no exception.  You can find words that are useful in medicine, anatomy, geology, mathematics, dentistry, publications, and of course, space science.    In the last, especially, you have been helped by the keys PERI, AROUND, and APO, AWAY.  You may have been confused by PERIgee and APOgee.  And couldn’t remember which was far from the sun, which was near.  Now you know.

	SUPER - SUPR
	The Prefix “SUPER – SUPR” meaning OVER, ABOVE, BEYOND, GREATER IN QUALITY.  SUPR indicates the SUPERlative.  There you are, on your way to having a SUPER vocabulary.

	PARA
	This Prefix “PARA” which means BESIDE, ALONGSIDE, POSITION.  There are other words with this key which it would be well for you to know, words such as PARAnoia, delusions of greatness; PARAphernalia, goods; PARAmount, etc (CAN’T USE THESE WORDS).  There is also a name, which you would do well to remember, PARAcelsus, a Swiss physician who did a great deal for modern medicine.  Paracelsus preceded Dr. Lister in the hard fight against blood-poisoning after surgical operations.
