	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	TRA - TRANS
	These Prefixes “TRA - TRANS,” mean ACROSS; THROUGH; OVER.  



	PORT
	 “PORT” is a Root.  It means CARRY.  This is the first root that you have come across.



	IN - IM
	These Prefixes “IN - IM” mean NO. –NOTE:  When the root following this prefix begins with the “lip letters” (B, M, or P), then you use the prefix IM.  All other times use IN.  Example: Inability – as opposed to Imperfect.  This change is made for the sake of EUPHONY, which means a pleasing sound.



	EN - EM
	These Prefixes “EN - EM,” which mean INTO; IN.  The difference between the two is the same as IN – IM; before roots with “lip letters” use EM.  Otherwise, EN is the correct form. 



	AD
	This Prefix “AD” means TO; TOWARD.  It is a very difficult key because the AD changes depending on the following letter of the root.  If the root starts with a “C” AD becomes AC.  If the root starts with either F, G, L, N, or S then AD becomes AF, AG, AL, AN, OR AS.  Examples: ACcept, AFfiance, AGgressive, ALlege, ANnounce, or ASsert.
