	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	AUD - AUS
	These Roots are AUD and AUS which comes from the Latin audire meaning HEAR and LISTEN. All the words with AUD are simple words, which you have heard many times. The are only a few words with AUS and are probably new. Besides, they have a special significance. The listening in those words is to sounds within the body, very small sounds. In fact, inAUDible except with an AUScultoscope.

	VIS - VID
	These ROOTS are VIS and VID, which mean SEE. It comes from the Latin verb video and visus, which means to SEE. The two spellings you have in words with this root come from the two spellings in the Latin verb it comes from. Julius Caesar wrote, “Veni, vidi, vici” – “I came, I saw, I conquered.”

	AGE
	This Suffix AGE means ACT OF, STATE OF, FUNCTION, RESULT OF and COLLECTION OF. It is an easy Suffix to recognize.  

	IC


	This Suffix IC means NATURE OF and LIKE. Now, just to check are you sure that you are saying IC and not just having a hiccough? In the word hiccough the IC is not at the end and has no value at all. Since IC is so simple, Try adding the Suffixes AL and LY. You will now have a compound Suffix ICALLY. It can be added to practICALLY every adjective and then it becomes an adverb as: acidICALLY, geologICALLY, heroICALLY, majestICALLY, etc. (SORRY FIND OTHER EXAMPLES FOR HOMEWORK.)

	NASC - NAT
	These ROOTS are NASC and NAT meaning TO BE BORN and TO SPRING FORTH. It comes from the Latin nacor.
