	VOCABULARY KEY
	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	ARY – ERY - ORY
	These Suffixes “ARY, ERY, and ORY”. All are pretty much alike in meaning. They make nouns and adjectives. In adjectives they mean RELATING TO. In nouns they show a certain QUALITY and show PLACE & WHERE.

	ATE
	This Suffix “ATE,” which means to CAUSE and MAKE. Sometimes “ATE” as a suffix makes verbs. Other times will find ATE is an ending for nouns.  The meaning is practically the same – “ATE” = CAUSES and MAKES.

	TY - ITY
	These Suffixes “TY and ITY,” which mean STATE OF and QUALITY. These Suffixes makes nouns from adjectives, as pure - purITY. Sometimes only TY is used, as in liberTY, HumpTY DumpTY, and others. Both forms mean the same thing – STATE OF and QUALITY.

	OUS
	This Suffix “OUS,” which means FULL OF and HAVING. This Suffix has a positive personality and the words, which contain it are positive and strong. For good or for evil, they are powerful in thought, feeling and action. 

	AB - ABS
	These Prefixes “AB and ABS” meaning AWAY, FROM, and SEPARATION. Please note the two ways of spelling this key. The “S” is added to AB before the letter “T”. It is easier to say ABstain than ABtain. The meaning of the key remains the same. Learn to recognize this key, and be sure it is at the beginning of the word and not at the end. In the middle of a word or at the end it is not the prefix.
