	STA – STIT – 

SIST – STET
	These ROOTS are STA, STIT, SIST and STET meaning STAND. The reason for these various spellings is simply that the related Latin and Greek roots have varied spellings - stare, sister, stiti, steti, status. All these mean STAND. There are only a few words with STET. But obSTETries might have been added and there are others. STET, let it remain, is sometimes spelled SEAD. Often the final “T” in STIT is omitted (as in obSTInate), for the sake of euphony. Remember?

	DUC – DUCE – DUCT 
	These ROOTS are DUC, DUCE and DUCT, which come from the Latin ducere meaning LEAD. It will indeed LEAD you to many places, people, and subjects.

	OMNI
	This ROOT is OMNI, which comes from the Latin omnis meaning ALL. It is really an OMNIbus of a word, for everything can be tacked on to it. The humor of saying English words with a Latin ending, like OMNIum-gatherum, is called macaronic, burlesque as it were. But it is not humor to the doctors who use that kind of Latin in their prescriptions. It makes the ailing Latin professors laugh and that does them more good than the prescriptions. The joke is on the doctor, but he doesn’t know it.

	FORC – FORT

FORTUNA
	These ROOTS are FORC and FORT meaning STRONG and FORTUNA (meaning FORTUNE, CHANCE). Be careful not to confuse the two! Words WITH FORC and FORT all have an element of strength in their meanings; words with FORTUNA involve an element of chance. Read Les Miserables, by Victor Hugo, and you will get a powerful idea of word forçat. Remember the keys!

	CHRON
	This ROOT is CHRON, which means TIME. It comes from the Greek word chronos. The awareness of events CHRONologically gives us a perspective of history impossible without it. Whether an event came before or after assumed real significance with the appearance of CHRONicles. This is a very valuable key.
